We are trying to raise $25,000 to send 35 competitors to Chicago and Albany to represent Raleigh’s rising Amateur Athletes nationwide. 
Triangle’s Best Karate teaches Japanese shotokan karate, a lifelong endeavor that develops high moral character, strong work ethic, self-confidence, and of course, quick reflexes and self defense skills.  In five years, the Best Karate Dojo has touched the lives of 600 people and maintained an average of 150 students at any time.  We have sent an average of 50 athletes annually to statewide competitions and an average of 27 athletes annually to 5 separate national competitions.  Additionally, our instructors have been certified as national and international officials and our dojo has been named both the N.C. and Southeastern regional directors for Amateur Athletic Union Karate competition.  Five of our youth (ages 10-18) were selected for the AAU Junior National Karate Team competing in Japan and Slovenia; and two of our adults were selected for the AAU Senior National Karate Team.  

Triangle’s Best Karate NC Club (a.k.a. Karate Boosters Club) is a registered non-profit organization.  We focus on five main goals:

· To share in and support our children’s and/or our own interest and training in Shotokan Karate.

· To support the efforts of Triangle’s Best Karate dojo, its instructors, coaches, and members

· To foster a dojo community and to promote service to the local community.
· To promote Shotokan Karate as an activity and participation sport - promoting its mental, physical and health benefits.
· To underwrite some expenses of athletic competition including training, uniforms, safety gear, and travel.
